VIII. Reports
a. Client Services Report – Currently there are 269 individuals receiving SSA services with more referrals coming in on a daily basis. There were 165 MUI’s filed in 2023 which was an increase from 104 in 2022. BCBDD has a Human Right’s Committee that approves restrictions on someone’s life. We currently have 4 people with restrictive measures, which is the highest that we have ever had.  There are currently 3 gentlemen at GDC, 2 will be transferred to another county once they leave GDC while the other will remain at GDC for an indefinite period of time. The SSAs are preparing for accreditation review. At this time, SSAs have completed approximately 90% of the ISP’s in the new OHISP system which have to be completed by June 2024. TCM productivity reports are completed monthly and everyone has met or exceeded the 50% that is required.  
b. Fiscal- Tammie discussed November and December 2023 financial expenditures and revenue report.
c. Superintendent Report – Commissioners have approved a temporary policy to provide emergency paid sick leave for permitted reasons associated with COVID-10. Greg Lang motions to approve the temporary policy as provided by the Brown County Board of Commissioners. Motion seconded by Kara Williams, all approved. – 2024-01-02
The Superintendent wishes to modify the Board sick leave policy to not require a doctor’s note for using sick leave the day before or the day after a holiday. Superintendent would also like to modify the requirement of a doctor’s note until missing 5 consecutive days using sick leave.  Current policy requires a doctor’s note after 3 consecutive days.  Superintendent will bring this to a future board meeting for approval.
