VIII. Reports:
a. Client Services Report
There are currently 260 individuals receiving SSA services and we are continuing to receive referrals weekly. We currently have 4 county transfers. 1 individual went to SODC on 11/20/2025 and remains there as of 03/13/2026. We have a total of 172 waivers. There have been 17 MUIs filed as of 03/17/2026. There will be an MUI stakeholder meeting on 03/24/2026 to look at trends and patterns. There is currently 1 misappropriation MUI case under review for the Abuser Registry. TCM productivity reports are completed monthly and everyone has met or is above the 50% that is required. New SSA Cindy Cook will starting on 03/23/2026. There are approximately 18 individuals working in the community and we continue to make referrals to OOD for job coaching and employment. SSAs continue to work hard and are completing SSA meetings biweekly. 
b. Fiscal Report
General fund has a balance of $1,253,547.23
Residential fund has a balance of $390,685.38
Fiscal manager shared that she received information that we would be receiving a refund of $266,861.61 from the 2024 Waiver Match
c. Superintendent’s Report 
Special Olympics Bowling begins on Thursday from 6pm to 8 pm at Georgetown Community Lanes. This year, some of our athletes will be competing in the State Games at the end of May.
The new Brown County Night to Shine video is completed and features three of our Honored Guest who spoke. The video is on both the Brown County Night to Shine Facebook page and our Brown County DD Facebook page. 
The fair board paid to have our carpet cleaned after the latest issue with the roof leaking.
Property tax elimination discussions continue, eliminating property taxes would result in an estimated $24 billion loss in funds which accounts for approximately 65% of Ohio’s local tax revenue. Replacing property tax revenue could require increasing state sales tax from 5.75% to between 15% and 18% or raising the income tax from 2.75% to between 11% and 15%. The efforts to eliminate property taxes could have catastrophic consequences for people with developmental disabilities, their families and their services. 
IX. Unfinished Business:
a. Hamer Road Property
The Sheriff’s Office needs a new jail and contacted us about purchasing the property on Hamer Road. They are looking at one more property and then they will contact us and let us know if they’d like to proceed.
b. Personnel Committee Update on Upcoming Superintendent Vacancy
The Personnel Committee met with Larry Gray – Superintendent of Highland and Fayette County DD. Highland and Fayette County agreed to shared services with Brown County DD from April 15, 2026 through December 31, 2026.
Lisa Hensley Boggs attended the Personnel Committee Meeting and advised that she was interested in becoming superintendent. Current Superintendent Jenny Bohrer, advised Lisa Hensley Boggs to contact the Ohio Ethics Commission and consult with them due to her and her daughter’s ownership of OVADs.
